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Team Contacts & Coaches: 
We have had many teams adding players to their team without informing the AAU office.  If you are adding new players, you must first purchase a 2006 
AAU card for the player and then inform our office via email, fax or letter of the change to your roster.  Also remember that players may only play for 
ONE team during league play – NO EXCEPTIONS. 
 
Players participating in AAU games without a current AAU card are subject to removal from the league and the teams are subject to game forfeits with no 
fees refunded. 
 
When you visit a local gym for your game, be sure to thank the gym supervisors for giving your team the chance to participate in a great basketball 
league.  Without these volunteers running our gyms every weekend, these 3,000+ athletes would not have a chance to participate!
