2. Team Size: Each team may have a maximum of four players and a minimum of three. All members of
each team must be the same gender. No co-ed teams.
3. Baskets: All age brackets will use ten-foot hoops.
4, Fouls: A court monitor will be designated at each hoop and will call all fouls for all age divisions. A foul
will result in one free throw from the opposing team.
5. Technical Fouls: Two points will be automatically given to the opposing team and maintain possession
of the ball.
6. Opening possession: The initial possession of the game will be determined by a coin flip. The winner
of the coin flip gets possession first.
7. Change of Possession: The ball will change possession after scored basket and free throw attempts
unless a technical foul is called.
